Documents Expose Al Jazeera Journalists as 
Terrorists in Hamas and PIJ

The IDF has disclosed intelligence information and numerous documents found in the Gaza Strip confirming the 
military affiliation of Al Jazeera journalists in Gaza with Hamas and the Islamic Jihad terrorist organizations. 

The documents include personnel lists of terrorist training courses, phone directories, and salary documents for 
terrorists.

These provide unequivocal proof that these individuals serve as military operatives for the terrorist 
organizations in the Gaza Strip, and of the integration of Hamas terrorists within the Qatari Al Jazeera media 
network. 

Most of the “journalists” that the IDF has exposed as operatives in Hamas's military wing spearhead the 
propaganda for Hamas at Al Jazeera, especially in the northern Gaza Strip.

Ismail Al-Ghoul, the Nukhba terrorist who 
was also a journalist for Al Jazeera who took 
part in the October 7th massacre.

Hamas terrorist Hamza al-Dahdouh, who exploited his role as an 
Al Jazeera “journalist,” and PIJ terrorist Mustafa Thuria, who 
exploited his role as a “freelance videographer,” operated 
drones, posing an imminent threat to IDF troops.

Mustafa Thuria, identified in a document found by IDF troops in 
Gaza, was a member of Hamas' Gaza City Brigade, serving as 
Squad Deputy Commander in the al-Qadisiyyah Battalion. 

Hamza Wael al-Dahdouh, is an Islamic Jihad terrorist, and was 
involved in the organization’s terrorist activities in the Islamic 
Jihad's electronic engineering unit and his previous role as a 
deputy commander in the Zeitun Battalion's Rocket Array.

An Islamic Jihad Operations & Combat Propaganda Operative, exploiting his role as a Quds Today “Journalist”, a 

network funded by the PIJ terrorist organization.

In a 2022 document, Hamas describes 
how it provided Al Jazeera with clear 
instructions on covering a failed 
Islamic Jihad rocket launch in Jabaliya, 
which resulted in the deaths of several 
civilians. The instructions included 
avoiding the use of the word 
"massacre" to describe the event, 
reducing the display of images from 
the incident, and ensuring that panel 
members did not criticize Hamas. 

Hamas Prohibits Al 
Jazeera From Criticism



Another document from the same year 
reveals the instructions Hamas gave to 
journalist Tamer Almisshall regarding his 
coverage of the Islamic Jihad during 
Operation "Breaking Dawn" on his program 
"More Hidden than Revealed". The 
instructions were to support the 
"resistance" in Gaza and to prevent any 
criticism of the Islamic Jihad’s rocket 
capabilities, in light of the high number of 
failed launches. 

Concealing Incidents of 
Failed Rocket Launches



A 2023 document shows that Hamas 
decided to establish an "Al Jazeera Phone" 
— a secure line that would allow the 
organization to communicate with the 
channel in a classified manner and during 
emergencies. The documents reveal how 
Hamas directs Al Jazeera's media coverage 
to serve its own interests, preventing the 
public in Gaza and around the world from 
discovering the truth about its crimes 
against Gazan civilians.
